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Years ago, a short time after I had finished 
the Roman Catholic seminary and had 
married my wife, Colleen, I began to work 
as a religious educator with Catholic  
parishes. Money was always tight. Benefits 
were meager or non-existent. I always 
thought that I would find a position in  
religious education that might pay better 
and provide the security that I sought. That 

position and its benefits never materialized. 

As our family grew, we began a downward 
spiral of assuming consumer debt. It 
seemed to be the only way for our family to 
survive. Though it worried 
me some at the time, I did 
not feel the impact of this 
growing and now substantial 
debt until I was lucky 
enough to secure a job at 
Archer Daniels Midland 
Corn Processing in the summer of 2000. It 
became clear that I would get paid very 
nearly twice what I had while working for 
Catholic parishes and that I would be able 

to begin to work on paying off our debt. 

During our entire married life we had  
always given to each congregation to 
which we belonged. We gave what I had 
always considered to be a good proportion 
of our salaries. It figured out to be barely 
three percent of our annual income at 
most, now that I sit here and actually  
compute it. We always felt that we were 
giving the maximum we could afford. In 
fact, when cash flow problems came up, 
church contributions were the first to be 
cut. We were operating out of the model 
that considered our resources as scarce, 

not abundant. 

Recently we have been able to pay off 
practically all of the consumer debt we had 
amassed through the years. It was not 
easy to do and it meant making some 
rather scary sacrifices. But in the process 

of paying off that debt, and in contact with 
the presentations given by the Southeast 
Iowa Synod of the ELCA as well as mini 
workshops available to candidates for  
ministry, we have come to view our situa-
tion as one of great abundance. This 
caused us to have a change in attitude 
toward our giving. Change in attitude 
prompted a change in practice. Colleen 
and I have prayerfully and thankfully  
approached giving from our abundance, 
and have decided to give a full ten percent, 
a real tithe, to our congregation. In addition 

to that, we have continued to support the 
Compassion International children we 
sponsor and I continue to give regularly to 

the United Way at work. 

We have seen the blessings we have  
received, we appreciate our modest wealth 
as a true gift from the Lord, and now we 
have risen to the challenge given in our 
stewardship campaign: give thanks to the 
Lord, give back to the Lord from the abun-
dance the Lord has provided us. Give back 
a proportion of our gifts, and be blessed 
again by that giving. We have taken off the 
need to keep close what we have because 
we no longer consider our resources as 
scarce. We have put on a different need, 
the need to give thanks to God by giving 
back to God and the church from our  

abundance.  ƫ

Now, compare your list to this list of The 
Churchôs Top 40+ Bible Stories  compiled by a 
pastor in Pennsylvania, who says, ñI believe if 
we all know and can tell these 50-some stories 
from scripture we have a common language of  

symbols, images and  
stories to address in a  
coherent way the story of 
God and Godôs people. 
They are stories common 
to all Christians and gain-
ing familiarity with them 

builds confidence in our ability to share them 
with others. It also opens our eyes, minds and

ANGEL FOOD  
 MINISTRIES 
 

A couple of weeks ago I was in the  
hallway talking to Roberta about how  
much I appreciated the Angel Food  
Ministries, when Pastor Elizabeth walked  
by. As usual, I suddenly found myself  

agreeing to write an article for the Epistle. 

Started by a church in Georgia, Angel Food Ministries is now a  
nationwide organization. Locally,  the Angel Food Ministries is 
sponsored by Christ Episcopal Church. Hereôs how it works:  
Each month there is a new menu, including specialty boxes of 
different meat, vegetables, fruits, and prepared meals. [note:  We 
publish that menu each month in the Epistle]. Many of the items 
are packed by two and are frozen in vacuum-sealed packages. It 
is very easy to separate into portions for one. The prices are low 
and the food of very high quality. Orders are due at the beginning 
of the month and must be paid in cash or food stamps, at the time 
of the order. There is no income requirement, and the food can 

be purchased and donated to someone in need. 

Pick-up is always on a Saturday, and very easy. There is a check 
in line where they have your order printed out with your name on 
it. You then go down to the pick-up table, and they bring your 
order to that table. They also have people available to help you 
out to your car, and put the order in your car. They suggest you 
bring a box or something similar to hold your order. However, 

they do have some boxes available.    

I have found this service to be a real blessing. In January I tried 
the convenience meals and have really enjoyed them. This  
program also allows me to have more fresh fruits and vegetables, 

and much healthier meals.   Patsy Nichols
